Clint Cady.
Master of Many Trades

Clint Cady ecan fix anything, so they sav around Willimantic, where he
is custodian for CBT’s Windham Office. Clint is also a top-notch craftsman,
l[ormally trained as a eabinetmaker and master bhaker. but also highly
adept at all sorts of skills. In his time away from the Bank, where he
regularly puts in over 60 hours a week, he bakes, teaches. manages property
and does carpentry work,

Clint began his apprenticeship as a cabinetmaker in 1930, As the demand
lor meticulously hand-made cabinets declined, Clint tock up bhaking and
cake decorating as a trade. He had already become highly skilled at this art,
but te perfect his work he went to Springficld Trade School for three vears
{his wife went. too, for a year), and became the cake chef at the Hotel
Kimball {later the Hotel Bond} in Hartford. Later he earned a certificate
[or artistic cake decorating from a school in Boston, to which he commuted
each night after finishing his duties at CBT. For the past three years he has
taught cake decorating at the local adult schoel: CBT sponsored a class
one vear for employees, some of whom came {rom as far away as Groton
and Winzted.

Though he does no advertising {“my work speaks for itsell”), Clint is
so booked with orders for wedding cakes that many people give him a
year's notice to assure that their cake is a Cady creation. He has haked
several for Windham Office emplovees” weddings and celebrations.

Clint bakes each cake, one layer al a time. in his home Kenmore oven.
He uses no mixes, but always uses exact measurements (“Too many women
in my classes think a guud cook need never |]||_:u..-5urt_:; they're \l.'rfulg.wl g

He often makes two cakes for each wedding: one iz a dummy cake of
polyfoam decorated with “royal” icing of egg whites and granulated sugar.
An edible top layer is added for the cake-cutting ceremony by the bridal
couple, but a second cake is served to guests. Roval icing is rarely used now
for cakes to be eaten; though it never spoils and is whiter than other icings,
it crumbles when cut and is less tasty than the popular butter-cream icing.
